GENERAL DISCUSSION
· Curbs and Sidewalks
Mr. White discussed the recent approval by the Land Use Board to grant a waiver of the required installation of sidewalks.  Mr. White felt it was a disgrace for two members of Council, who wrote the ordinance, to approve such a waiver as members of the Land Use Board.  He felt waivers should only be granted for true hardships not because “no one else on the street has them”.  The purpose of the ordinance was to create consistency over time.   Mayor Davis pointed out that the Land Use Board is the appropriate channel in which to grant relief and that some areas of town were more appropriate than others for sidewalk installation.  Rather than require or exempt large sections of town that a consideration on a case-by-case basis was more prudent.
Before moving on, Mr. Lynch reminded the public of a meeting of Council on May 24th at 1:00pm to discuss the proposed ban on single use plastic bags in the Borough of Beach Haven.  Mayor Davis also added that the Borough would be a viewing site for the film “Plastic Ocean”.  Mr. White anticipated that the State of New Jersey would soon pass this legislation for us but Mayor Davis did not want to wait for “big government”.

PUBLIC COMMENT

NICOLE BAXTER


309 CENTRE ST., BEACH HAVEN
Mrs. Baxter suggested that sidewalks be required on a site plan.  That Land Use Members should see site conditions.  Plans should also include plans for pedestrian traffic, including signage.  Mrs. Baxter asked Council to consider corner properties on Bay Avenue in drafting the new “front façade” zoning ordinance.  She encouraged the Council to follow the bulk standards established in the COAH Ordinance and not grant any other exemptions under redevelopment law.

Mrs. Cona read a letter from Jeanette Lloyd (Attached as Exhibit B) into the record.  Further Mrs. Cona felt there was a lack of enforcement of local ordinances.  Finally, she added that she was in favor of the bank development.

NICOLE BAXTER


309 CENTRE ST., BEACH HAVEN

Mrs. Baxter would like to see more consistency, such as continuing the brick bump outs throughout town.  Mayor Davis indicated that, although the County Engineer approved the original plans for the bump-outs, the new County Engineer is not in favor and will be cutting ours back four (4) feet at their expense.  Mrs. Baxter suggested an informal plot plan be a town- 
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wide street scape be created.  Finally, Mrs. Baxter suggested creating an ordinance that would help break up the mass of some of these taller structures being considered on Bay Avenue.    
TERRY MOELLER


315 5TH STREET, BEACH HAVEN

Mr. Moeller, a partner in the Victoria Rose project, pointed out that they have held two informational meetings to educate the public about the project.  This project will help bring life, business and residents, back to Beach Haven.  To him and his partner, this was a risky investment the COAH units are key.  He indicated that the homeowners association will have a full-time maintenance worker to deal with upkeep such as sweeping the pavers.  Mayor Davis agreed that the developer’s agreement will be specific about the required maintenance of the complex.  

TOM BERTUCCI


VICTORIA ROSE DEVELOPER

Mr. Bertucci also felt that they have been as up front as possible about the development plan.  The project is named after his daughter and is near and dear to his heart.  He felt he is an extremely reputable builder and is particular about following the plan and seeking professional guidance.  He has already invested $200,000 in environmental and site work, architectural and engineering fees.  Mr. Bertucci felt this development would be top notch.  He urged the Council to consider final adoption by May 24th to allow the lease deal with the U.S. Post Office to go through, to facilitate a demolition before the thick of the summer and to begin to prepare for construction in the spring of 2019.  Mayor Davis asked about the demolition safety plan.  Mr. Bertucci replied that a temporary fence would be installed into the street when necessary.  That they utilize hand demolition first then would remove the safe and take down the walls.

BARB CONA

Mrs. Cona did not think anyone was accusing the developers of being secretive.  In fact, most people think this redevelopment needs to be done.  She felt Mr. Bertucci was a likable guy.  Mrs. Cona informed the crowd of the June 9th Art Walk including thirty seven artists displayed throughout town hosted by the Beach Haven Chamber of Commerce.

Seeing and hearing no other members of the public wishing to speak, the floor was closed.

Mr. Lynch thanked the public for attending today’s meeting.

Mr. White asked why the Land Use Board approved a business allowing golf carts.  Mayor Davis indicated that the approval was conditional upon approval by the Council.  Mr. White asked what the status was of the Little Egg Harbor Yacht Club request for event parking.  Mayor Davis would be meeting with the commodore to discuss the options.
