WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Transportation (NJDOT) is proposing traffic and drainage improvements along the 8th and 9th Street corridors within the Borough of Ship Bottom as part of the Route 72 Manahawkin Bay Bridges Project; and
WHEREAS, the NJDOT has recognized drainage problems along the 8th and 9th Street corridors within the Borough of Ship Bottom which will be alleviated as a result of these improvements; and


WHEREAS, the NJDOT had initially proposed to install a pump station as part of these drainage improvements along the 8th and 9th street corridors; and

WHEREAS, the NJDOT has subsequently determined that the proposed drainage improvements can provide an equivalent level of flooding relief without requiring installation and operation of a pump station; and


WHEREAS, the NJDOT is asking for the support of the Borough of Beach Haven  for the elimination of the pump station.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Beach Haven, that we support the New Jersey Department of Transportation’s proposed traffic and drainage improvements to the 8th and 9th Street corridors within the Borough of Ship Bottom Route 72 Manahawkin Bay Bridges Project and the elimination of the proposed pump station.
