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GENERAL DISCUSSION

1. 2017 Audit Synopsis and Review
Mrs. Mason reported that the 2017 audit was complete.  CFO Shari Boehler and Payroll Clerk Jennifer Kline are to be commended for another audit with no findings.  From a regulatory basis the findings were “unmodified” and the internal controls showed “no findings”.  Mrs. Mason reported that the Borough is on solid financial ground and able to proactively pay down debt as well as self-fund come capital projects going forward.  The size of the Borough Hall grant triggered a “single audit” also with an “unmodified”, “no deficiency” outcome.  The auditors praised the Finance Department for being proactive and felt they were amongst the top of the professionals they work with.  The audit report is available for public inspection in the office of the Municipal Clerk and will be published in summary in the Beach Haven Times.
2. Lin Van Name – Suggestions for Rowdy Crowds

Mr. and Mrs. Mackin reported of large groups of teenagers using bad language in the neighborhood near their home.  They requested the curfew be changed to 10:00pm and the beaches be closed from 10:00am to 5:00am.  They suggested that Bay Village hire their own security.

Ms. Long pointed out that the large groups of juveniles are not contributing to the economy.
3. Request for Banner – Mordecai Land Trust – Mrs. Mason received a request from Mordecai Land Trust to hang a banner on the tennis court fence.  The Council had no objections.
4. Victoria Rose Concessions – Thomas Bertussi, Developer for this project discussed the following possible adjustments to the proposed development:

Mr. Bertussi reported successfully purchasing, at a premium, the two vacant lots to the west of the proposed project.  Although the project is approved for twenty-two (22) units, concerns have been raised.  By adding an additional 10,550 square feet to the project area, the number of units would increase to twenty-five (25) but the density per acre would still decrease to thirty-five (35).  The demolition of the existing structure will not take place until after Labor Day.  Mr. Bertussi has agreed to allow nearby construction vehicles to park in his lot to eliminate the burden on the 
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seasonal visitors.  Currently 1.9% of the structure will rise to 48’ in height, if the additional lots are included the entire project will be under 42’ and 97% under 38’.  He discussed increasing some of the setbacks.  If the new lots are included the lot coverage would see a large reduction and the impervious coverage could be reduced to 50%.  The current project will provide forty-three (43) parking spaces, whereas the inclusion of the additional lots could bring the parking up to fifty-four (54).  Mr. Bertussi asked for help from the boards and commissions with an accelerated meeting schedule.  He also requested a temporary certificate of occupancy for the temporary post office facility and COAH funds for each of the units he is creating.  A development agreement between the Borough and the developer must be executed prior to formal application to the Land Use Board.  Mr. Kakstis requested a construction plan explaining the staging of the site. He also suggested the developer meet with representatives of the Historic Preservation Advisory Commission to give the façade a more historical look.  Mr. White felt most of the public concerns had been addressed.

Mr. Lambert adamantly opposed the referral of block 167, lots 6 and 17 to the Land Use Board for a proposed rehabilitation designation.  He felt the residential lots did not show any signs of blight and felt “spot zoning” was detrimental to others.  He further stated that the Council was setting a terrible and dangerous precedent.

Mr. Battista discussed the past ordinances adopted by Council allowing businesses to seat customers outside and asked to be permitted to do the same in front of the Triton on Centre St.  He indicated that the proposed seating area (he provided a rendering) is not located on the licensed premise and is owned by the Borough.  The sidewalk in this area is 20’ wide and he is willing to install a railing, as requested by the Chief of Police.  If the Council is in favor Mr. Battista will make application for a place-to-place transfer (expansion) of the license and publish his intent in the newspaper.  He would like to try a test period this summer and he offered to close the area by 10:00pm.  An ordinance currently exists prohibiting open containers or alcohol on public property.  Mr. Battista felt that BYOB restaurants are already violating that ordinance.  Mr. White was opposed to the idea.  Mr. Battista further commented that the Triton is beer and wine only, no hard alcohol.  Mr. Kakstis and Mayor Davis thought this was a good idea, good for businesses and enhances the town.
