GENERAL DISCUSSION

1. FEMA Update – Sharon Boehler, CFO
Since October Mrs. Boehler closed three Project Work Orders (PWs).  She reviewed the PWs with Council and told them she had submitted the last four to the State. Mrs. Boehler explained that a trash truck was on order with funds from FEMA via an alternate plan.  The Borough may receive up to another $700,000.00 in FEMA money.
2. Lime Bikes (Councilman Maschal)
Council had a discussion about the possibility of a shared bike service throughout town.  The consensus was; although the bikes were a great thing in many towns and cities, Beach Haven already had many businesses where people could rent bikes.  A program such as this could potentially harm businesses within the town.  Mr. Kakstis thought local businesses should have 
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the opportunity to get a vendors license before moving forward this program. Members of the community, Barb Cona, Pat Valva, Nicole Baxter and John Harvey, all agreed that the “Lime Bikes” were not needed in our town as there were plenty of bike rental businesses that would be affected in a negative manor. 
3. Proposed Ban on Plastic Bags
Mayor Davis thought it was important to move forward on this Ordinance but thought it needed to be refined. “We live at the beach,” she said, “We have an obligation to protect our ocean and bay.”  Mr. Kakstis agreed and he thought the most effective way to implement the ban was to charge for single use bags.  Nicole Baxter from Beach Haven thought the “reusable” plastic bags were also bad for the environment and they cost more for the businesses. She thought using a heavier plastic bag wasn’t the answer but as an owner of primarily a takeout food business, it was necessary to have them.  She was advocating for the businesses saying that it would be an added expense for all businesses of the town. she hoped Council would take that into consideration when creating the ordinance. Mrs. Mason and Council all agreed that banning the use of single use bags was in order. It would allow businesses to charge the public for using a plastic bag.  Mrs. Cona mentioned that the Beach Haven Chamber was looking into getting reusable bags for the businesses. She thought that it should be up to the business owners to charge or not charge for the use of a plastic bag.
4. Tuckerton/Beach Haven Ferry (Councilman Maschal)
Mr. Lynch updated Council about the status of the Tuckerton/Beach Haven Ferry. Someone was going purchase a 30’ pontoon boat to get the program started.  The ferry would run Sunday, Monday and Tuesday and it would carry up to twenty five passengers.  The Borough was already contributing $5,000 and they had asked Mr. Lynch if the Borough would contribute another $5,000.  All of Council agreed contributing another $5,000.00 was not something they wished to do. The ferry would begin in August and there would be no fee as it was a pilot program.  Mr. David Mike, 815 North Atlantic asked where the boat would dock and how the ferry would work in foul weather. The next meeting about the Tuckerton/Beach Haven Ferry would be July 16.
5. Resident Complaints Regarding Mass Disruptive Juveniles
Chief Markoski came to the Dias to explain issues with the LBI Shuttle which would bring large groups of children to town which was creating neighborhood problems.  Shutting down the parks at sundown had helped the issue a little. The children would then

He wasn’t happy with all the change in Beach Haven. The Land Use Board was not doing their job. He was upset about the addition of the Black Whale and how it had affected his property.  He was disgusted with the town and thought the Borough would lose long term residents and visitors due to the changes in the town.

WILLIAM BURRIS


100 NORTH WEST AVENE

 Mr. Burris said that the Black Whale had put up a vinyl fence between Mr. Andersons property and the Black Whale. He wanted to know if the Special Conditions on a liquor licnese were on record and enforced.  He thought the employees of the Marlin should be responsible for keeping things quiet at closing time.  He felt that the Front Façade Ordinance Council adopted was only a band aid and that the Land Use Board should require a plot plan to avoid what happened on Sixth Street.  He wanted to see bike racks everywhere in Beach Haven and was in favor of the ban on plastic bags. Lastly he thought the Borough needed to move forward with an administrative agent to begin marketing and qualifying potential buyers for COAH units as one would be available to purchase soon.

Mrs. Baxter thought Council needed to revisit the sidewalk ordinance.  She thought the Borough should look into an Urban Planner to create a town-wide plan, taking into account, bike lanes and pedestrian traffic.
