RESOLUTION GRANTING A LIQUOR LICENSE TO WATERFRONT RESTAURANTS, L.L.C. WITH SPECIAL CONDITIONS


WHEREAS, the Clerk of the Borough of Beach Haven been notified, via the online POSSE System, that an application for the renewal of the municipal alcoholic beverage license has been successfully initiated; and

WHEREAS, the Alcoholic Beverage Retail Licensee Clearance Certificate issued by the New Jersey Department of Treasury, Division of Taxation has been received; and


WHEREAS, the Clerk reports that the appropriate procedures have been followed and the fee of $2,500.00 has been submitted; and


WHEREAS, in accordance with State Statutes applicable thereto, a public hearing on the renewal of this license has been held by the Municipal Council.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Municipal Council of the Borough of Beach Haven that the Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to issue the following 2018/2019 alcoholic beverage license:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the following conditions be placed on this license:


1.
Licensee must conspicuously post the number of occupants allowed in each area of the building.  Maximum occupancy shall not exceed the 2005 limits as established by the Ocean County Fire Marshal, who established a limit of 114 in the dining room areas and 23 in the lobby, for a total of 137.


2.
For the purposes of sale, serving and consumption of alcoholic beverages, the license shall be restricted to the first floor.

3.
The second floor area included as part of the licensed premises shall not be open to the public and shall be used solely for storage of alcoholic beverages.  The portion of the second floor of the licensed premises is that portion of the second floor as shown on the original request for licensure.


4.
All special attractions and live bands shall be terminated 15 minutes prior to the scheduled closing of the establishment and the house lights shall be turned up 15 minutes before closing.  Mechanical music shall be terminated 15 minutes prior to the scheduled closing and the house lights shall be turned up 15 minutes before closing.


5.
Teen Night, when persons between the ages of 16 and 20 inclusive, are permitted guests at the licensed establishment, when offered, shall end no later than 12:00 midnight and the licensee shall not permit persons under the age of 21 on the premises at any time after 12:00 midnight.  During said “Teen Night” there shall be no service of alcoholic beverages anywhere in the licensed premise.  Additionally during Teen Night all alcohol must be concealed from public view in the Teen Night room.  The licensee is aware of the following section of the Code of the Borough of Beach Haven:
          “§ 77-1.  Hours of curfew established for certain minors.  
It shall be unlawful for any minor under the age of 18 years to loiter or remain in or upon any public street, highway, sidewalk, road, playground, alley, park, vacant lot, bathing beach, public building, place of amusement or places of business conducted 
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for profit to which the public is invited, or unsupervised places, either on foot or in or upon any vehicle, within the Borough of Beach Haven, in the County of Ocean, between the hours of 12:00 midnight, prevailing time, and 5:00 a.m., prevailing time, on the following day; provided, however, that the provisions of this section shall not apply to any minor when accompanied by his or her parent or legal guardian.”
Teen Night shall not be offered more than two (2) nights per week. 

Teen Night must be held in a separate room (containing permanent walls) and a security guard must be present at all entrances and exits.  


6.
If the Police Chief or Police Director or his next in command makes a written request to the Municipal Council, the Municipal Council may implement the following conditions:


             a.
The management will have security guards and they shall work from 

 one-half hour before a special attraction, live band, mechanical music and/or 

 dancing begins until one-half hour after closing. 



 b.
This security force will, during the operation and at closing, go out 


 into all parking and immediate areas of the licensed premises and oversee the 

 dispersing of the public in a quiet manner.

                         c.
Keep an accurate count of the number of patrons at all times.

                         d.
Initiate programs to encourage safe driving and responsible behavior 

after leaving the establishment as follows:




1.
Designated Driver Program




2.
Mandatory announcements (oral announcements or written 





announcements by the posting of a clearly legible sign 




displayed in a visible location near all entrance/exit doors) 




before closing -





“Please leave quietly, do not create a public disturbance.”





“Please use restrooms before leaving.  The maximum fine for 



public urination is $1,200.”





“No open containers of alcohol will leave the premises.”


7.
Prior to 8:00 AM every morning, the area immediately adjacent to the premises must be cleaned, including but not limited to beer bottles, cans, litter, debris, etc.


8.
All bartenders, security guards and the wait staff must be TAMS (Techniques of Alcohol Management) or TIPS (Training for Intervention Procedures) certified within two weeks of employment.


9.
During special attractions or live entertainment, counters may be required on all entrance and exit doors, at the discretion of the Municipal Council.


10.
This license is contingent upon the licensee complying with the standards set forth in Chapter 134 entitled “Noise” of the Code of the Borough of Beach Haven.  Licensee shall keep the noise level as low as possible for the welfare of the community.


11.
Licensee is obligated to comply with all local, county, state and federal rules, laws and regulations with regard to the operation and use of the premises.
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12. The licensee shall notify the Borough Clerk in writing, within one week of the issuance of this license, of the name and address of the person the owner has designated to accept written notice in his absence.  

13. The licensee shall conspicuously post the liquor license as directed by the appropriate enforcement authority.
