Day 5, July 14: This morning board the coach to Fairbanks and then later today you will get to 
enjoy a cruise on the Riverboat Discovery. This authentic steamboat will tell you a lot about the 
history of the area. 
 
Day 6, July 15: Our journey continues as we board a short flight to Dawson City, in the Yukon. 
We will enjoy two nights in Dawson City where you can stroll the wooden boardwalks to visit old 
time gambling halls, grocery stores & restaurants. 
 
Day 7, July 16: Today you will get to enjoy a Klondike Gold Tour and learn how gold mining was 
done in this area back in the day.  Then you will also have some free time to explore this old-time 
town. 
 

Day 8, July 17: Today, we board the Explorer motor coach for a journey to  
Whitehorse, with an included lunch stop in historic Minto. Overnight in 
 Whitehorse.

Day 9, July 18: This morning you will depart Whitehorse via motorcoach  
and then later board the White Pass & Yukon Route Railway and follow the  
route of Klondike gold stampeders to Skagway. Arrive in Skagway and  
 board Holland America’s Zaandam Ship for a 4-day cruise.
